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Re: Anti-Doping Rules applicable to the 2006 Turin Olympic Winter Games

A. 10C Anti-Doping Rules

Please find attached 2 copy of the IOC Anti-Doping Rules applicable to the XX Olymipic
Winter Games in Turin, 2006 (“10C Anti-Doping Baules™) which will be in force in relation to the
XX Olympic Winter Games in Turn, 2006 (“Ofmpic Games”). Although it is your
responsibility to study the contents of such documenr, we wish to bring the following points
to your specific artention. Please note that all defined terms contained in this letter shall have
the same meaning as in the [OC _An#-Daping Rudes.

1. During the Perad of the Olympic Games, all Doping Controls initiated by the IOC shall include
Testing for all Probibited Substances and all Probibited Meibods referred to in the Probibited List,

The Period of the Olympic Games is defined as “the period commencing on the date of the
opening of the Olympic village for the Ohmpir Game”, namely, 31 January 2006, up until
and including the day of the closing ceremony of the Ofympic Games, namely, 26 February
2006.

The “In-Campelition Period” is defined as “the Period of the Oywipic Games”. In other words, the
Period of the Olympic Games shall be treated as an “in-competition” period.
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National Olympic Commitizes ate responsible to inform all their lsbfses that they will
be subject to Daping Controls at any time during the Period of the Obympic Games for
all Probebited Substancer and all Probibited Methods referred to in the Probubited List,

2. All Ashiztes shall be subject, during the Pertad of the Qlympic Games, to Doping Controls
mnitiated by the IOC ar any tme or place with no advance warning required to be
given to the bl

3. The 1OC has authodsed WADA to carry out Doping Controls, on behalf of the
10C, dunng the Pemod of the Olympic Games, outside of Italy and at non-Olympic
venues inside of [taly.

4. Pursuant to Article 15.1 of the World Amts-Daping Code, the 1OC hereby authorises
all Awt-Daping Organisations to carry out Daping Controls on the ~Athlztes within their
authority during the Perod of the Olympic Games, prior to the Athlete having
validated his Olympic idennty and accreditation card for the Odmpic Gamer
and/or subsequent to the Athkre having finished his final competition at the
Obympic Games.

5. The disciplinary procedure with respect to ant-doping rule violations adsing
upon the occasion of the XX Olympic Winter Games in Tudn, 2006 are
contained in Article 7 of the IOC Awti-Daping Rules.

6.  Inview of the extended nature of the In-Competition Period, we remind you that an
Athiete should request a therapeutic use exempdon prior to taking any substance
that is included in the Probibited List. This procedure is explained in further detail
in the JOC Anti-Daping Rules.

T To the extent that an Arhlere, accused of having committed an ant-doping rule
violation, is a member of a Teamw Sport, or is participating in a sport that is not a
Teamr Sport but where awards are given to teams, the Intermational! Federation
concerned shall be present at the hearing of the Disciplinary Commission in order
to help ensure that the sanctions imposed by the IOC are as provided in the
applicable rules of the relevant nermational Federation.

B.  The 2006 Prohibited List

Please find attached a copy of the Prbibited List, as referred to in the JOC Anti-Doping
Rudes.

The International Olympic Committee
Anti-Doping Rules
applicable to the XX Olympic Winter Games in Turin,
2006
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PREAMBLE

The Internationel Olympic Committee (JOC) is the supreme authority of the Olympic Movement and, in particular,
the Olympic Games. Any Person belonging in any capacity whatsoever to the Olympic Movement is bound by the
provisions of the Olympic Charter and shall abide by the decisions of the /OC.

The Olympic Charter reflects the importance that the JOC places on the fight against doping in sport and its support
for the World Anti-Doping Code (the Cowe) which was accepted by the fOC upon the occasion of its 115" Session
in Prague in July 2003,

The JOC has established these 10C Anti-Doping Rules (Rules) in accordance with the Code, cxpecting that, in the

spirit of sport, 1t will contribute to the fight against doping in the Olympic Movement. The Rules are complemented
by ather JOC documents and International Standards addressed throughout the Rufes,

Anti-doping rules, like Competition rules, are sport rules governing the conditions under which sport is played. All
Participants (Athletes and Athlete Support Personnel) accept these Rules as a condition of participation and are
presumed to have agreed to comply with the Rules,

The JOC Executive Board is responsible for establishing policies, guidelines and procedures with respect to the fight
against doping, including anti-doping rule violation management and compliance with intemationally accepted
regulations, including the Code.

The President of the JOC appoints 8 Medical Commission which is responsible, in accordance with directions from
the JOC Exccutive Board, to implement these Rules.

The JOC Therapeutic Use Exemption Committee (TUEC) is the comminee appointed by the /OO Medical
Commission to assess each Therapeutic Use Exemption application (TUE).

Unless specifically directed in the Code, the Person responsible for the administration of the provisions thereof shall
be the IOC Medical Director. The [OC Medical Director may delegate specific responsibilities to such Person or
Persons at his discretion.

The meaning of the capitalised terms (appearing in italics) contained in these Rules are defined in Appendix 1 hersto.

In thesc Rules, the masculine gender used in relation to any physical Person shall, unless there is a specific provision
to the contrary, be understood as including the feminine gender.

ARTICLE1 DEFINITION OF DOPING

Doping is defined as the occurrence of one or more of the anti-deping rule violations set forth in Article 2.1 through
Article 2.8 of these Rules.

ARTICLE2  ANTI-DOPING RULE VIOLATIONS

The following constitute anti-doping rule violations:

2.1 The presence of a Prohibited Substance or its Metabolites or Markers in an Adrhlete’s bodily
Specimen
2.1.1 It is each Athlere s personal duty o ensure that no Prohibited Substance enters his or her body,

Athleres are responsible for any Prohibited Substance or its Metabolites or Markers found to be
present in their bodily Specimens. Accordingly, it is not necessary that intent, fault, negligence
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
